Fluency

Word Reading (Decoding)

Read words consistent with their phonic
knowledge by sound blending.

Say the sound for each letter in the alphabet
and at least 10 digraphs.

Read aloud simple sentences and books
containing GPCs taught.

Read some common exception words in line
with the school’s phonic programme.

Phonic phase benchmarks to be included to
match school’s phonic scheme.

Apply phonic knowledge and skills as the
route to decode words, including
phonically-decodable books, closely
matched to phonic knowledge.

Respond with the correct sound to
graphemes for all 40+ phonemes,
including alternative sounds.

Read accurately by blending sounds in
unfamiliar words containing GPCs taught.

Read a range of simple common
exception words e.g. the, said, they,
once, she, friend, school.

Read words with the endings -s, -es, -ing,

Read most (80%) of the Year 3/4 common
exception words by sight (including all those
in the Year 2 Spelling appendix) noting
unusual correspondence between spelling
and sound.

Determine the meaning of new words by
sometimes applying knowledge of root
words and their affixes e.g. disagree,
misbehave, incorrect.

When reading age appropriate Year 4 texts:
Know the full range of GPCs, and use phonic
skills consistently and automatically to
address unfamiliar or challenging words.

Read all of the Year 3/4 common exception
words by sight noting unusual
correspondence between spelling and
sound.

Determine the meaning of new words by
sometimes applying knowledge of root
words and their affixes e.g. disagree,
misbehave, incorrect.

When reading age appropriate Year 5 texts:
Know securely the different pronunciations
of words with the same letter-string e.g.
bought, rough, cough, though, plough.

Read most (80%) of the Year 5/6 common
exception words by sight (noting unusual
correspondence between spelling and
sound.

Determine the meaning of new words by
applying morphological knowledge of root
words and affixes e.g. suspect/suspicious,
change/changeable, receive/reception.

When reading age appropriate Year 6 texts:

Read all of the Year 5/6 common exception
words by sight noting unusual
correspondence between spelling and
sound.

Determine the meaning of new words by
applying morphological knowledge of root
words and affixes e.g. ambitious, infectious,
observation, innocence.

Stamina

Listen attentively and respond to what they
hear when being read to.

Sustain attention in order to read longer
decodable texts.

Make choices from a selection of texts to
read themselves and maintain interest and
attention in it.

Use a range of techniques when selecting
books (e.g reading the blurb, the first page,
looking at chapter length) to extend the
range of books read independently and in
their entirety.

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Language

Begin to show awareness of story language,
e.g once upon a time, happily ever after.

Be aware of the language of traditional
stories and begin to make comparisons
across familiar texts.

Investigate traditional story language, e.g.
story openers and endings, scene openers,
language which signals a time shift or
magical event.

Discuss the language used in a text and how
the writer implies as well as tells.

Understand how authors use expressive
language to capture interest.

Consider the authors of choice of words and
phrases including why an author might have
used figurative language in texts and how
these impact the reader.

Identify the hints and suggestions that
authors make through their choice of words
and phrases, including figurative language
and consider the impact it has on the
reader.

Author intent

Structure and presentation

Begin to recognise the difference between
fiction and non-fiction texts.

Join in when poems with predictable and
repeating patterns are read aloud.

Discuss the significance of the title,
events and basic story elements e.g.

beginning and ending in different stories.

Note some of the features of non-fiction
texts, including layout, contents, use of
pictures, illustrations and diagrams.

Read poems with predictable and
repeating patterns, extending and
inventing patterns and playing with
rhyme.

Identify and discusses story elements such
as setting, events, characters, and the way
that problems develop and get resolved.

Explain organisational features of texts,
including alphabetical order layout,
diagrams, captions, hyperlinks and bullet
points.

Identify and discusses patterns of rhythm,
rhyme, and other features which influence
the sound of a poem.

Investigate the features of traditional stories
— openings and endings, how events and
new characters are introduced, how
problems are resolved.

Explain how the organisational features of
non-fiction texts support the reader in
finding information or researching a topic.

Distinguish between rhyming and non-
rhyming poetry and comments on the
impact of the poem’s layout.

Explore narrative order (introduction, build
up, crisis, resolution, and conclusion) the
purpose of description, action and dialogue
are how they are used within scenes.

Identify the main features of non-fiction
texts (both print and computer based)
including headings, captions, lists, bullet
points and understand how these support
the reader in gaining information efficiently.
Identify and discusses the intent of different
patterns of rhyme and verse in a range of
poetry types, e.g. choruses, rhyming
couplets, alternate line rhymes, free-verse
and narrative.

Discuss and compare the structure of
different stories to discover how they differ
in pace, build up, sequence, complication
and resolution.

Identify the features of different non-fiction
text, including content, structure, style,
layout and purpose, e.g. recounts,
instructions, explanations, persuasive
writing and argument.

Read poems by significant poets and
identifies what is distinctive about the style
or presentation of their poems and how this
contributes to the meaning.

Understand aspects of narrative structure,
e.g. how paragraphs build up a narrative,
how chapters or paragraphs are linked
together and how this contributes to the
meaning of the text as a whole.

Understand how writers use the features
and structure of information texts to help
convey their ideas or information and how
this contributes to the purpose of the text as
a whole.

Analyse how the structure or organisation of
a poem supports the author’s expression of
moods, feelings and attitudes.
